Fee Waiver Request:  Mallon reported he received a phone call from W. Michaels that he would like the fee waiver request be re-presented to the City since it was denied the first time.  They asked to justify our fees.  Discussion followed.  Espe explained that there will be another Tate Engineer bill for a second review, Brad Ziel has two inspections, and the fees are in place to pay all charges related to the construction project.  She said Hauser fees are lower than other cities.  Mallon said he explained to Michael why the City did not approve the fee waiver request.  Councilmember Lefebvre said he agreed to not waive the fees for the water tower construction.  Mallon moved to decline reconsideration of the fee waiver request. Mallon thanked Treasurer Miller for the referral for the irrigation man who is a Hauser resident.  Mallon said he talked to the Hauser resident and likes the proposal of $1,940.43, and said that bid amount is in the budget.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to approve the bid to do the landscape watering system.  Councilmember Lefebvre seconded the motion. Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station:  Cindy Espe

Espe introduced Brent Lockhart and Mike Curry representing Edgewood.  They have requested adding five years to the expiration date.  Espe said they have paid the $500.00 fee to change the expiration date.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to amend the expiration date and add the five years.  Mallon brought up the road conditions on Woodland Beach and more discussion followed.  Curry explained that projected improvements will begin at Cliff House and at intersections of Clearwater Drive, and Woodland Beach Drive, and there would be elevation changes.  He said he would hate to have the City make improvements to Woodland Beach Drive at this time and wait until 2014 or 2015, hopefully when the economy improves. Ordinance 177 Amending Title 7, Chapter 1 and 2 of the Hauser City Code – continuation from
     March 13, 2013


Mayor Johnston called the Public Hearing to order at 7:20 p.m.  Espe described details of the ordinance.  Mallon said a correction was needed on page 2 and it was noted.  There were no In Favor, Neutral, or Opposed comments.  The Public Hearing closed at 7:26 p.m.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to dispense with the rule to read the Title three times and read it once.  Councilmember Lefebvre seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye; Lefebvre, aye.  Motion carried.  

Councilmember Hatfield read the title into the record.  She then moved to adopt Ordinance 177, 

Amending Title 7, Chapter 1 and 2 of the Hauser City Code.  Councilmember Mallon seconded the 
motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye; Lefebvre, aye.  Motion carried.
